
    Rotary has been working to eradicate 
polio for more than 30 years. Our goal of 
ridding the world of this disease is closer 
than ever. 

As a founding partner of the Global Polio 
Eradication Initiative, we've reduced po-
lio cases by 99.9 percent since our first 
project to vaccinate children in the Phil-
ippines in 1979. 

We've helped immunize more than 2.5 
billion children in 122 countries. So far, 
Rotary has contributed more than $1.8 
billion toward eradicating the disease 
worldwide. 

Today, polio remains endemic only in Af-
ghanistan, Nigeria, and Pakistan. But it’s 
crucial to continue working to keep other 
countries polio-free. If all eradication 
efforts stopped today, within 10 years, 
polio could paralyze as many as 200,000 
children each year.     

 

Ensuring Success 

Rotary has committed to raising $50 mil-

lion per year for polio eradication. The 

Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation has 

pledged to match that 2-to-1, for a total 

commitment of $150 million each year. 

These funds provide much-needed oper-

ational support, medical workers, labora-

tory equipment, and educational materi-

als. Governments, corporations, and pri-

vate donors all play a crucial role in fund-

ing. 

 

Rotary in Action  

More than 1 million Rotary members 
have donated their time and money to 
eradicate polio, and every year, hundreds 
of member’s work with health workers 
to vaccinate children in countries affect-
ed by polio. Rotary members work with 
UNICEF and other partners to prepare 
and distribute informational materials for 
people in areas that are isolated by con-
flict, geography, or poverty. They also 
mobilize to recruit fellow volunteers, as-
sist in transporting the vaccine, and pro-
vide other logistical support. 

 

Celebrity Support  

Rotary has a growing list of public figures 
and celebrities who support our fight 
against polio, including Bill Gates, co-
chair of the Bill & Melinda Gates Founda-
tion; actresses Kristen Bell and Archie 
Panjabi; actor and wrestling superstar 
John Cena; supermodel Isabeli Fontana; 
Nobel Peace Prize laureate Archbishop 
Emeritus Desmond Tutu; action-movie 
star Jackie Chan; actor Donald Suther-
land; boxing great Manny Pacquiao; pop 
star Psy; golf legend Jack Nicklaus; con-
servationist Jane Goodall; premier violin-
ist Itzhak Perlman; Grammy Award win-
ners A.R. Rahman, Angélique Kidjo, and 
Ziggy Marley; and peace advocate Queen 
Noor of Jordan. These ambassadors help 
Rotary educate the public about the dis-
ease and the fight to end polio for good.
